Many families will be celebrating Thanksgiving soon, but do you know the history of the holiday?  It was originally celebrated in the fall of 1621.  The Pilgrims set sail on the Mayflower in the fall of 1620 with the hopes of reaching the Virginia coast.  However, their 2-month journey saw severe storms and winds that brought them off course and they reached Plymouth Rock instead.  (There is some speculation whether they anchored on Plymouth Rock or Cape Cod.)  102 people started the journey, but only half survived due to the severe conditions.  That first spring the native Wampanoag Indians taught the Pilgrims how to grow corn, beans, and other types of food.  After persevering through a summer drought, the rains finally came and saved their crops.  It is believed that the Pilgrims would not have survived their first year without the help of the Indians.  Thus, the Pilgrims invited the Indians and gave thanks for their harvest, and for those that survived, by enjoying a bountiful feast for three days.  Turkey and pumpkin pie were probably not on the menu back in 1621, but other types of fowl, venison, and fish were more likely.  This holiday was not celebrated again until 1676, and even then a “Day of Thanksgiving” was proclaimed by the current President only during special occasions.  In 1893, President Lincoln proclaimed the last Thursday in November as the official holiday that we observe now, which was made a legal holiday in the US in 1941 by Congress.   
Let us remember to give thanks for the blessings we have received and remember those that are not as fortunate.

HAVE A HAPPY HORSE THIS WINTER

Often in winter horses are stabled more. For some horses this can be stressful. Meeting the horse's needs can keep the horse happy, healthy and relaxed.  Horses evolved to move around a lot in social groups, and graze steadily. A stall, therefore, is an unnatural environment, and due to weather conditions a lot of horses must be in a stall all or most of the time in winter. Some horses have no problem with that, but others can get bored or stressed. Stressed horses may develop vices.  Even for a horse stabled 24/7, there are many ways to keep them happy.

Horse Exercise is Very Important

Firstly, get the horse out of the stall as much as possible. This may mean ridden work, lunging or other groundwork, going on a horse walker, or some combination of the above. Horses are designed to move around a lot, and satisfying this need is important.  If it is possible, give the horse turnout. This also provides exercise but, unlike the methods above, allows the horse freedom to play, roll, buck and run around, which is mentally and physically beneficial. Even if pasture turnout is not available, letting the horse loose in an arena or round pen for 10 minutes will be appreciated.

Use Horse Balls and Other Horse Toys to Keep Horses Happy

Secondly, make the stall environment as interesting as possible. There are many horse balls and other toys available which can keep horses occupied for hours. Some are designed to hang from the ceiling for the horse to play with, others can be left loose in the stall for him to kick around. There are also balls available which dispense grain a little at a time through a small hole, as the horse pushes the ball around; these keep the horse occupied, as well as prolonging eating time (see below).  Before these became commercially available, people got creative and made their own; a good example is drilling a hole through a turnip and hanging it on a rope in the stall for the horse to play with or chew on.

Make Horse Eating Time Last As Long As Possible
As well as the need for movement, horses have a strong desire to chew, which they naturally do for up to 18 hours a day. Fulfilling this need is a big part of preventing boredom and stress. Ensure that as much of the diet as possible is grass or hay. This is the horse's natural diet so is better for her, and also takes a lot longer to chew than grain based horse feed. Switching to a hay with lower nutritional value will allow more to be fed, increasing chew time. Using a hay net means that the same amount of hay will take longer to eat.

Let Horses Have Friends

Finally, give the horse company if possible. Even if horses cannot live together, being able to see and hear each other can keep them much happier. Stall mirrors are available, which some believe keep horses happier as they can see themselves and think it is another horse (be sure to buy a mirror specially designed for horses, a regular mirror could be broken easily and cause injury). Other companions have included a wide range of species: cats, chickens, goats, cows . . . for a social animal such as the horse, often any friend is better than none!

HELPFUL TIPS FOR WINTERIZING YOUR HORSE

· Adjust Feeding Programs: As pasture quality or accessibility declines consider increasing hay and concentrates. 

· Help Horses Keep Warm: Horses kept outside need to eat more fodder. Horses produce a lot of heat during digestion. A generous supply of hay helps keep the horse’s internal furnace stoked. 

· Add Minerals: If your feeding program does not include a mineral supplement consider adding one. 

· Have Teeth Checked: Make sure your horse’s or pony’s teeth are looked after by an equine dentist. The inability to grind food properly will prevent a horse from getting all of the nutrients and energy it needs--especially if energy needs increase during colder weather. 

· Prevent Snowballs: If snow packs into your horse’s hooves try smearing the bottom with petroleum jelly. 

· If You Ride Frequently: Drying a horse out after a workout is difficult. Consider clipping a heavy hair coat. A clipped horse, without natural insulation, will require stabling and blanketing to keep warm. 

· Add Insulation: Consider blanketing during wet, very windy, or frigid weather. A wet coat looses its loft--like a wet down jacket, and won’t hold body heat. Windy weather pulls warmth away. Some horses are comfortable during very cold weather; some will be more comfortable in a warm winter blanket. 

· Provide Shelter: Even if your horses are stabled over night, provide them with a windbreak or shelter especially if you are away most of the day. 

· Banish Bots: Plan to deworm after the first heavy frost. Use a wormer that includes medication to kill bot larvae. 

· Continue Deworming: Continue a regular deworming program throughout the winter months. 

· Don't Let Hooves Get Overgrown: Keep you horse’s hooves clipped. Clipped hooves will chip less, hold less snow, and will provide a bit more grip on slippery ground. 

· Check Under Blankets: If your horse or pony wears a winter blanket (or rug) during the winter remove it daily and check for chaffing and irritation. Daily grooming keeps coats cleaner and your horse more comfortable if he wears a blanket. 

· Make Cleaning Frozen Water Buckets Easier: Rubber buckets are easier to knock the ice out of if they become frozen. Plastic buckets used as water buckets can shatter when they freeze. This can create a hazard and wastes money when replacing them. Rubber buckets may cost more initially, but last longer.

Interestingly, this was a hot topic at a show in New Jersey that I was at last week. Example A: If 6 horses enter a class, and one exhibitor realizes she is in the wrong class and lines herself up and tells the judge she is in the wrong class, do points go on 6 horses or on 5 in the class ? (I believe the answer would be 5) Example B: If 2 horses are in a halter class and one is obviously lame and the judge DQ’s it for being lame and only places the one horse, are points given to the first place horse as 2 points or 1 ? (I believe it would be 2 points, since it was judged against another horse). Example C: If 4 horses are in a class and one rider is out of control and the judge excuses that entry, do you base the points on 3 in the class or 4 ? (I would think it would be based on 4 in the class). Example D: If there are 4 horses :an appaloosa, a morgan and two quarter horses  in Registered Breed Western Pleasure, does the winner of the class get points based on 4 horses? If the appy wins does he get 1 point since he is the only appy or does he get 4 points? If a quarter horse wins, does he get 2 points since he beat another quarter horse, or does he get 4 points ?
